5 April 1963 — TO last mirage flight to Woomera 8 Feb 1989

| joined the RAAF as an engineering apprentice in January 1965 on the 19th Intake known as SNAILS. In July 67 | was post-

ed to 3 SON (via 481 (M) Sgn for a Mirage engine course) and in 1968 | was posted out due to an ongoing eye condition
that downgraded me medically and prevented me from going to Butterworth with the SQN. Posted into 481 ERS | had a
fantastic background into the Atar engine. In May 69 | was posted into the newly formed 77 SQN and learnt my trade as a
sumpy on Mirages. | recall that in July 69, in a side room to the hangar amid a myriad of crates and boxes of GSE, a small
portable B&W TV showed Armstrong step on the moon. November 70 saw me again arrive at 3SQN for a fantastic 2 1/2
years. Fast forward to 1977 and a cream posting to ARDU and again my old favourite, the Mirage. All up | did 9 years
with this aircraft. it still saddens me to this day to see pics of derelict fuselages and crash remains and during a trip to
Fighter World | realised | had to put my memories and everything else | could find about the Mirage into a book.

Here it is, warts and all. | can’t verify the accuracy of some of the information | have gleaned from other sources, but, in
the main it presents a magnificent aircraft in all its glory. It is a book to hand down to my grandchildren so they can see
what granddad did in the RAAF. (Originally, only 10 copies had been printed for historical purposes)
