Exercise Crocodile Response 23 


Narrative: 35SQN deployed one C-27J aircraft to Darwin NT to participate in Ex Crocodile Response 23 (CR23), a bilateral Australian and US Humanitarian and Disaster Relief (HADR) exercise.


Action:
• Ex CR23 included Indonesian participation with the goal of affirming trilateral partnerships in preparation for crisis response in the Indo-Pacific Region. 
• 35SQN integrated into the planning and execution cycles of the HADR missions, enabling the air operations portion of the Field Training Exercise through airland and airdrop capabilities. 
• C-27J conducted airdrop of 4 x CDS with interoperability from the USMC. The USMC conducted the DZ survey, controlled the DZ, CDS construction, CDS rigging inspections and then jointly 


conducted the loading inspection with 35SQN. The CDS contained USMC Meal Ready to Eat and a lightweight water purification system for use by deployed ground elements in Ex CR23.
• Wider engagements included conducting an air experience flight for 30 Darwin based Australian Air Force Cadets, plus educating the 1 Brigade Tactical Air Control Party on C-27J integration.


Outcome:
• 35SQN integrated with key Indo-Pacific partners the US and Indonesia in Northern Australia and exercised realistic HADR mission sets (AFSTRAT LOE 3). 35SQN engaged wider Darwin 


based stakeholders in order to build 35SQN’s reputation and enable future integration (AFSTRAT LOE 3). Challenging flying and maintenance conditions in Northern Australia increased air 
and ground crews ability to execute missions in this area of operations (AFSTRAT LOE 1).


35SQN – Adept
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Narrative: 35SQN and the Australian Defence Force School of Special Operations conducted joint training through the joint planning, insertion, sustainment and redeploy of ground forces in Shoalwater Bay. 


Action:
- ADF SSO candidates attended 35SQN 24hrs prior to deployment for an intelligence brief and joint planning session with aircrew to meet ground force commander objectives. 
- 35SQN deployed the ground force element over three chalks into Shoalwater Bay, with Troops In Fighting Order and engines running on/offload by day and night
- Operations into The Plains airfield were conducted, the first time this 985m grass runway has been used by ADF Fixed Wing assets since the retirement of the Caribou
- 176AD SQN operated from 35SQN, building live airdrop loads which were then inserted by 35SQN to sustain the deployed ground force elements. 
- Tactically sound Drop Zones that accorded with the scheme of manoeuvre were surveyed by the deployed FE during exercise execution, and transmitted with 24 hours notice for aircrew planning.
- Flying operations were conducted from Amberley, permitting multiple crews (12 pilots, 7 loadmasters) to be exposed to this exercise battlespace, and reducing the impact on maintenance support. 


Outcome: 35SQN Aircrew increased proficiency in planning and executing with the joint force, and ADF SSO deepened knowledge of air mobility capabilities (AFSTRAT LOE 3). 4 x C Category pilot upgrades 
achieved and increased airdrop proficiency across the aircrew workforce (AFSTRAT LOE 1). Greater capability developed in Shoalwater Bay Training Area through The Plains airfield and increased DZs.
